Principals are among the hardest working individuals in education. Principals set the
academic tone for their schools, and it is their vision, devotion, and determination that provide
the mobilizing force for achieving student success. School Principals set the academic climate
for their schools and the vision, commitment, dedication, and will power of a principal delivers
the mobilizing energy behind any school reform effort.

Principals are expected to be instructional leaders, assessment experts, disciplinarians,
community builders, public relations specialists, budget analysts, facility managers, special
programs supervisors, and custodians of various legal, contractual and policy directives and
initiatives. They are entrusted with the education and development of young people, our most
valuable resources.
