The purpose of this resolution is to make various technical budget amendments to the Contracted Programs Fund budget which are required to fully comply with the grant terms and/or good accounting practices.

The FY 2024-25 Adopted Budget included the final 2023-24 unexpended balances of grants which continued operating in FY 2024-25 and new grant awards received prior to adoption date. Resolutions 1 and 2 amended the budget for grants approved through March 31, 2025.

This resolution amends budgeted revenues and appropriations in the Other Federal Programs (Contracted Programs) Fund by ($2,651,720). This decrease represents adjustments made to Other Federal Programs (Contracted Programs) related grant awards from April 1, 2025, through June 30, 2025.
